AND/OR STORMWATER MANAGEMENT MAY BE REQUIRED FOR IMPERVIOUS SURFACE
EXCEEDING 1000 SQ FT (Consult Township Engineer for further information.)

*TWO (2) SETS OF PLOT PLAN SHOWING POOL LOCATION

(Consult Zoning Official if your property is a corner lot)

*TWO (2) SETS OF SEALED PLANS FOR INGROUND POOL

TOWNSHIP POOL APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS:

e Grading approval is required prior to submission of the pool permit package.

e Bucks County Conservation District approval required for disturbance in excess of
2000 sq. ft.

e Two (2) sets of plot plan must be submitted for Zoning Officer’s review.

e Two (2) sets of sealed plans for inground pool, as per 2009 IRC (attached) and all
electric must comply with the 2008 NEC.

e Fencing specifications and location must be shown on plot plan, as per 2009 IRC.

REQUIRED INSPECTIONS:

1) Completed Location/Elevation Certification (attached) — required prior to
steel/bonding inspection — must accompany three (3) sets of CONFIRMATION PLAN for
submittal to Township Engineer for review.

2) Zoning Official will review & approve Certification prior to steel/bonding inspection.

3) Bonding inspection at walk

4) Rough electric

5) Mechanical (if applicable) Rough & Final

6) FINAL AS BUILT required prior to Final Inspection.

7) Final

Grading Inspections, as noted in italic, refer to Township Engineer’s Grading Approval for
further information. Additionally, Stormwater Management facilities that may be
required in conjunction with Erosion & Sedimentation Control & Grading Permit, must be
inspected. Contact Township Engineer 48 hours in advance of installation to schedule
inspection.
